MINUTES OF THE SECOND GOVERNING BODY MEETING OF THE STATE ICPS

ON 26.09.2012 IN THE NORTH COMMITTEE ROOM.

The meeting started at 3 PM and was chaired by the Hon'ble Minister ( Panchayath &
Social Weifare). He welcomed all the Govemning Body Members and reviewed the minutes of
the previous meeting. Then the Director of Social Weifare presented the subjects of ihc Agenda
item wise.

[tem No.2. Constitution of State Project Support Unit (SPSU).

A State Project Support Unit has to be set up in the state for ensuring effective
tmplementation of ICPS in the state and to facilitate setting up of required structures and child
protection mechanisms visualized under ICPS. Now PDMC section in the Social Welfare
Directorate is functioning as SPSU. The section is overburdened and lacks professional expertise
to implemént the scheme in a time bound manner. In order to expedite implementation of ICPS
in the state, a separate SPSU should be constituted as per the ICPS guidé-jines. {page 146 of the
ICPS document) R

This was discussed in the first meeting of the GB of ICPS and the changes suggested by
the GB in the proposed qualifications for the contract employees are incorporated in
Annexure - il. -

100% of the expenditure towards functioning of the SPSU will be met by Government of
India. The General Body recommended the proposal.

Decisions taken:
I. To depute an Assistant Director of Social Welfare Department as the ?rogramme
Manager, a Senior Superintendent as Administrative Officer, another SS as Accounts

Officer and the remaining three personnel on contract basis.

2. To recommend the Government to conslitute selection committee under the chairma
of Secretary, Social Welfare Department as envisaged in ICPS document for recruiti
sfaﬂ' to various organs of the scheme. The selection committée will take necessary steps
to select the required staff to SPSU, SARA, JIB & CWC.

3. Decided that the period of contract for all contract staff of SPSU, DCPS, SARA, JIB &
CWC shall be 3 years. |

To create the above six posts in SPSU and to recommend the Government to create posts

in DCPS, SARA, IJB and CWC.

Item No.3. Constitution of District Child Protection Society (DCPS).

ICPS envisages setting up of a District Child Protection Society in each district as a
fundamental unit for the implementation of the scheme. The District Child Protection Officers
(DCPO) shall function as the head of the District Child Protection Society and shall be
responsible for carrying out all the functions of the DCPS at the District level. The DCPO shall
be appointed either by deputation or on contract. In district where a district level officer of the
line department (Social Welfare Department) implementing the sclqlemc is available, he/she will

)

function as the DEPO. In districts where such officer does not exist, the post of DCPO will be

filled on deputation/contract. (ICPS document page 110).

75% of the expenditure towards salary of the personnel will be met by Government of
India; 25% will have to be borne by the state. Accordingly, Rs.1,36,08,000/- per year will have
to be met from Government of India funds and Rs. 43,36,000/- from the state funds. The budget

provisions of Rs. 15 crores will be sufficient to provide for this also.

I. To declare DCPS to be a unit of the State Child Protection Society, functioning as an

unregistered society.

3. To constitute a committee headed by the District Collector for selection of the staft as per
1CPS guidelines.

4. Recommend Government of Kerala to create the above nine posts in DCPS.

Ilerﬁ No.4. Constitution of District Child Protection Committee DCPC):

As per the document, every district shall have a District Child Protection Committee
(DCPC) under the chairmanship of the Chairperson, Zila Parishad, to monitor the
implementation of ICPS. The District Magistrate will be the Co-Chairperson of the DCPU. It
shall include members from allied departments like health, education, labour, judiciary, home.
railways, members of local bodies like PRIs, ULBs and members of voluntar(y organizations and
civil society.
